· The competition is open to teams (of max 5 participants) and individuals who are students (graduate, post graduate and Phd candidates) at the University of Cyprus.
· The proposals must be submitted via email to c4e@ucy.ac.cy 
· Candidates are required to complete the application form (located below) with information about their team and a brief description of their project (questions 1 and 2 on application).
· At most 10 applications will be selected as finalists, and will be invited to pitch their idea in English or Greek, within 5 minutes, to a panel of judges and to the public, followed by 5 minute Q&A session.
· For the presentation pitch you can use slides. If you have a working prototype, a video or live demonstration, you can show it during your talk but this should not add time to your presentation beyond the 5 minutes.
· You can only submit one idea per team.
· Individuals must participate in only one team.
· Interest for the European Innovation Academy Scholarships must be indicated at the application stage and all interested students must participate and be present at the competition. Interest at a later stage cannot be accommodated.
· Applications for the final 10 of Student Innovators 2020 will be selected based on the Criteria mentioned at the SINN website (https://www.c4e.org.cy/sinn2020/#criteria-student)
· Student Innovators reserves the right to use and publish the title and brief description of the project in the application form, in its web sites and other media outlets. However, other details submitted on the proposal will be kept confidential. If you are concerned about protecting your idea, do not put any protected information in your short description.
